The basic
soundness of its design, combined with its operational
simplicity, make the refractor the instrument-of-choice
for parents seeking a quality telescope investment
for a gifted, science-minded youngster, and for the
layman who may not aspire to larger, more sophisti-
cated or expensive instruments. Meade 2.4” and 3.1”
refractor models include achromatic, air-spaced ob-
jective lenses warranted to resolve to the theoretical
limits for their respective apertures.

Model 226: 2.4” Altazimuth Refractor: An excellent
“first telescope” with all of the optical quality of more
sophisticated models. The telescope’'s mounting permits
vertical and horizontal tracking of astronomical objects.
Included as standard equipment are a 5 x 24mm view-
finder with crosshairs; diagonal prism; 2 coated Modi-
fied Achromatic eyepieces for powers of 28X and 78X;
full-length hardwood tripod with accessory shelf; in-
structions.

2.4” Model 291

Model 291: 2.4” Equatorial Refractor: The equa-
torial mount of the Model 291 greatly facilitates astro-
nomical tracking, using 2 flexible control cables.
Included as standard equipment are a 6 x 30mm view-
finder with crosshairs; deluxe rack and pinion focuser;
diagonal prism; 2 coated Modified Achromatic eye-
pieces for powers of 36X and 100X; equatorial mount
with 2 cable controls; setting circles; full-length hard-
wood tripod with accessory shelf; instructions.

Model 300: 3.1” Equatorial Refractor: The larger
aperture of the Model 300 yields images 78% brighter
than those in the 2.4" Models 226 or 291, and with a
commensurate increase in the level of observable detail.
The Model 300 includes as standard equipment a
6 x 30mm viewfinder with crosshairs; deluxe rack and
pinion focuser; diagonal prism; 3 coated Modified
Achromatic eyepieces for powers of 48X, 100X, and
133X; equatorial mount with 2 cable controls; setting
circles; full-length hardwood tripod with accessory
shelf; instructions.
